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Semi-lockdown Procedures

1. Close all offices until September 24, 2020
2. Close down all community stores
3. Only 1 Family member to shop for the entire family and get medicine.
4. Issue “stay -at-home order” for the community.
Can stay at own yard - rules will be posted later.
5. Gentle reminders to stay at home (to be done by emergency securities).
6. Travel a) all medical appointments to go ahead.
b) all cash paying customers will be cancelled.
c) essential travel workers
i) short-term refridgeration people etc.
ii) long-term doctors/RCMP
iii) community essential service workers cancelled
7. Bereavement case by case
8. Face masks in offices must be worn anywhere indoors and outdoors

9. Intercommunity travel stopped
